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2008 marks NAFC’s
celebration of its golden
anniversary.  Its history began
with the creation of the Rice
and Corn Coordinating
Council (RCCC) on June 14,
1958.  Fifty years later, now
known as the National
Agricultural and Fishery
Council (NAFC), it continues
to stand proud of its
accomplishments in providing
selfless and meaningful
service to the farming and
fishing communities.
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In celebrating its golden
anniversary, NAFC held a
homecoming program on June
19, 2008 at the BSWM
Convention Center.  With
former NAFC Executive and
Deputy Executive Directors,
retirees, former employees,
RAFC Chairs’ President and
other invited guests, NAFC
presented a 3-hour program
consisting of a video
presentation of memorable
moments and events, sharing
of NFAC memories by  Dr.
Jesus S. Binamira, sharing of
life after retirement  from  NAFC
by Ms. Teresita R. Lalap,
intermission numbers
performed by employees from
the different  divisions,
sharings of  two current
employees, Ms. Maria Belen
A. Milanes and  Mr. Troadio
U. Montemayor of where
NAFC would be in ten (10)
years and finally, a message
from  NAFC Executive
Director, Atty. Bernie
Fondevilla.

In his message, Executive
Director Fondevilla cited the
latest book of Robert Fulghum
entitled “What on Earth Have
I Done?”, which focused on
four fundamental questions,
namely: What on earth have
you done?; What in the name
of God are you doing? ; What
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will you think of  next? and
Who do you think you are?

ED Fondevilla said that in
relation to NAFC, the
questions are valid and
relevant — What has NAFC
done so far? What is it doing?
As  it faces the future, what
will  it do next? He said that
the answers to these
questions will lead to the
answer to the last question on
who do you think you are.  He
said that each one, in his/her
private moments of solemnity
and solitude, could honestly
answer these questions.

ED Fondevilla likewise
shared the story of the three
(3) little pigs, from which he
said nuggets of wisdom and
truths could be picked.  In fifty
years,  NAFC employees
could ask, “what have we built
as an organization?”  He then
said he believes NAFC has
built a solid house such that
even if mistakes or errors were
committed in the past or even
in the face of adversity, it had
been able to weather the
“storms”.  He expressed  hope

NAFC’s Evolution

· In 1958, Republic Act (RA)
No.  2084  created  the RCCC
and  was tasked  to oversee
the  country’s  rice and corn
production programs.

· In 1964,  by virtue of
Executive  Order  (EO) No.62,
RCCC was replaced by the
Rice and Corn Authority
(RCA)  and   apart  from
overseeing the production
of rice and corn, it was
tasked to supervise the
supply and distribution of

    grains.
· In  1966,  RCA  was  renamed

Rice and  Corn Production
Coordinating Council

    (RCPCC).

· In 1969, EO 596 created the
National Food and
Agriculture Council
(NFAC), replacing the
RCPCC. NFAC served as
the coordinator of the
expanded food sufficiency
programs of the Department
of Agriculture (DA).

· In 1987, EO 116 renamed
NFAC to what is now known
as the National Agricultural
and Fishery Council.
NAFC was mandated to act
as an advisory body to

  ensure success of  DA
programs and  projects and
to provide the consultative
and feedback mechanism for
continuing  discussion  of
agricultural and fishery
issues and concerns.

· In  1998, Administrative
Order (AO) No. 6 was issued
pursuant to RA 8435, known
as the Agriculture and
Fisheries Modernization
Act (AFMA).  Under the
said AO, NAFC was
identified to assist DA in
broad-based monitoring and
coordination of the AFMA
process.

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  Memories are our simple way of looking back at the past as we
build the present and plan for the future.  We cherish good things
gone by recognizing our strengths, learning from our mistakes,
and reinforcing our vision of what we want to do and what needs
to be done.

  Looking back at the National Food and Agriculture Council or
NFAC means looking back at the wonderful years of activism
coupled with a heroic sense of urgency and perseverance, of
teamwork and camaraderie.  We were proud to be NFAC and of
what we could do in NFAC, for NFAC, and with NFAC.

  We were then the super agency at the Department of
Agriculture–  an agency people wanted to belong and work with,
admired and envied by all.  We were the super agency in-charge
of national food production and self-sufficiency – of rice, corn
and vegetables, among others.

  I remember the vision of rice self-sufficiency laid down by the
DA  and    how  NFAC  translated  it  into  the  successful
Masagana 99 Program.  Masagana 99 made the country achieve
rice self-sufficiency and exports in less than five years – a  program
emulated and copied by other Asian countries in their goals
toward food self-sufficiency.

  NFAC implemented Maisan 77 and Maisagana.  To these two
programs, we attribute the hybridization of yellow corn
production in the Philippines.  We had Gulayan sa Kalusugan
for backyard vegetable production assisting households improve
family nutrition and provide additional food and incomes.

  Our program management committees met  to act and solve
problems with urgency.  We at NFAC were always ten steps ahead
of everyone, anticipating problems, and solving them before they
reached our Secretary and the President.  We were the eyes and
ears, the hands and feet of the Department of Agriculture for
three decades. When  NFAC operations went to the field, we were
welcomed with open arms because everyone knew that we were
there as partners helping one another.  I remember how every one
of us at NFAC wanted to travel and go to the field, visiting
technicians and farmers alike – sleeping in guest houses and table
tops.  We knew the PAOs and MAOs as well as a lot of technicians
by their first names.  To them, and to us we were all family.

We had a marketing team with NFA and the private sector,
ensuring that our farmers got a fair price for their harvests.

  Yes, NFAC was one team and one family – at work and at play.
We were proud of our basketball team – Leo Isaac, Leo Austria,
and Hector Calma, among others.  We were one family as we
celebrated our annual anniversaries, our team-building excursions,
and our Christmas parties.  For many of us, Christmas wasn’t
complete without NFAC  –  the eating and drinking, the singing
and dancing, and especially, the giving of gifts.

Discussed during the
call was the implementation
of the forthcoming
commodity assistance to
be extended by GOJ to the
Philippines in the amount of

approximately P230 million for
the procurement of about 15,000
metric tons of ammonium
sulphate fertilizers under the 7th

Non Project Grant Assistance of
Japan (NPGA).  The proceeds
to be generated from the sale of
the fertilizers would be used for
general budgetary support.

The NPGA is a non-project
official development assistance
extended by Japan to a select
number of partner countries for
the purpose of contributing to
the promotion of economic
structural adjustment efforts
and the mitigation of economic
difficulties, including
indebtedness.

The grant comes in the form
of commodities such as
agricultural chemicals, urea
fertilizer, muriate of potash and
soybean meal.  The lead
government agency in charge of

coordinating the Grant
Assistance is the DOF.  NAFC
is tasked to handle the
monetization of the commodities
availed of from the grant.
NAFC’s management of the sale
optimizes the monetary value of
the commodities.

The DOF and NAFC work
closely with Crown Agents of
the United Kingdom, which
conducts the international
tender and ensures that the
quality of the commodities
delivered is in accordance with
the specifications.

The NPGA has contributed
over P1.9 billion to the
Philippines  in six (6) tranches
since 1991, easing the tightness
in the country’s national budget
and stimulating agricultural
growth by providing farmers
with fairly priced and quality-
assured agricultural inputs.

In an effort to enhance
policies and programs, attract
investments and technologies
and launch development
projects that would impact
favorably on food supplies
and prices, the DA and NAFC
initiated the conduct of area-
wide consultations as well as
the conduct of a national
consultative forum, all held in
February and March.  These
consultations, held with the
private sector and the local
government executives, were
important because it enabled
the DA to validate most of the
critical  issues and concerns
in agriculture and fisheries. It
likewise allowed the DA to
gather inputs for the National
Food Summit, which was held
on April 4, 2008 at the Fontana
Convention Center at the Clark
Freeport Zone in Pampanga.

Graced by President Gloria
Macapagal Arroyo as guest of

honor and keynote speaker,
the Summit’s goal was to
“harmonize all food security
initiatives and craft broad
multi-sectoral support behind
a comprehensive blueprint for
rural development over the
next three years”.

In her keynote speech,
President Arroyo launched six
assistance packages for
agriculture, which she called
FIELDS.

F  for fertilizer , P500 million
will be set aside from the
Agricultural Competitiveness
Enhancement Fund (ACEF)
for fertilizer support and
production,

I  for irrigation and other
infrastructure , P6 billion a
year will be spent on irrigation
and another P6 billion on
infrastructure such as  ports
and no-frills airports for
agricultural cargo.

E  for extension, education
and  research &development;
P2 billion will be allocated for
research and development, P1
billion in capacity building, P1
billion in trainers and
technicians, and P1 billion in
agricultural and fisheries
education system.

L  for loans and insurance,
P15 billion will be made avail-
able by the government finan-
cial institutions for agricultural
credit.

D  for dryers and other
postharvest facilities, P2 billion

will be sourced from budget
and off-budget sources.

S  for seeds and other
genetic materials, P2.7
billion for hybrid seeds and
P6.5 billion for certified seeds
will be used to sustain five
(5) harvests, from 2009-2010.

The President ended her
speech with the promise “to
work hard the next two (2)
years to fulfill my
agribusiness agenda until
the day I leave office.”
